Course Content

This is a course in Web Page Design. Students come to this course with various Web

Page skill levels. Some have completed a similar course in the past. A major goal of the

course will be to help students become independent lifelong learners. Much of the course

will have the students completing tutorials at their own pace, with the teacher acting as a

learning coach. By the end of the course, all students will be able to demonstrate a

knowledge of computer graphics including the differences between vector and bitmap

graphics, and the uses and advantages of file types such as GIF, JPG, and PNG. All

students will understand the concept of Web Standards, be able to hand code web pages

in XHTML, and style their pages with CSS. All students will have a basic understanding

of Web animation with Macromedia Flash MX 2004.

Advanced students will begin to create dynamic Web pages using such tools as PHP

and/or JavaScript, and MySQL. Advanced students will have the opportunity to choose

courses of study such as creating computer cartoons or designing computer games.
